This accelerated course will engage students in
sequential learning experiences that provide a
foundation in drawing using a variety of media
and techniques in black/white and in color.
Students will explore line quality, the effects of
light and shadow, and expressive uses of value
and perspective. Lessons will involve
observational drawings as well as inventive
techniques. Contemporary approaches to
drawing will be explored. Instruction and practice
in the critique process will be integrated into this
course. A sketchbook and written work are
required. No prerequisite. Open to all high school
students.

This is an accelerated course where students will be
introduced to painting through a variety of lessons
in color theory, media, materials and painting
techniques. Lessons in composition and rendering
of form will provide the student a means for self-
expression. Tempera, acrylic, inks, and watercolor
will be some of the media used to solve problems
in realism and abstraction. Instruction and practice
in the critique process will be integrated into this
course. A sketchbook is required. No prerequisite,
open to all high school students.
